High School Articulation

 High school courses are comparable to a specific college course

 Determination is made through collaboration between a high school
teachers and NVC discipline faculty/coordinator and formalized
through a High School Articulation Agreement.

 Students may earn college credit by completion of the high school
course with a grade of B or higher, and apply the course to NVC
requirements.

» Parental consent to admit a student to a community college
dual enrollment course shall apply to all community college
dual enrollment courses attempted by the student until
parental or guardian consent is withdrawn in writing.

 Community colleges shall not require students to provide
high school transcripts or social security numbers as a
condition of dual enroliment.
